Methods of Development

There are a number of standard patterns of organization that are used in writing a

paragraph or a longer composition. Writers choose the patterns that express their ideas

most clearly. These patterns are sometimes called rhetorical modes or methods of
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development. The lectures on entrance exams are usually organized according to one of
these methods, or perhaps a combination of two or more of them. Let’s look briefly at five
commonly used methods: process analysis; classification; comparison and contrast; cause and
effect; and definition.

Process analysis means breaking down a complex process into separate steps and
describing the steps in order. There are two basic types of process analysis. In the first a
process must be described clearly enough for the listener to understand it. For example,
one might explain how steel is produced or how a spider makes its web. In the second type
a process must be described step by step so that the listener can perform a certain task,
such as cooking a dish or installing new software on a computer.

Classification involves grouping people, things or ideas according to categories. Books
in a library are classified according to their subject matter. CDs in a music store are
classified according to types of music, such as soul, jazz, rock or classical, and further
divided by artist. A composition may also include this type of classification.

Comparison and contrast means describing similarities and differences. For example,
one could point out many similarities between Paris and Washington D.C., and many
differences as well.

The cause and effect method is used to explain how and why things happen. This
method is very commonly used for topics in both the natural and social sciences. How did the
many species of living things on the earth evolve to their present forms? Why are so many
of those species now endangered? Why do children seem to learn languages effortlessly,
while it is so difficult for most adults? Explaining causes and effects involves making
reasonable observations about causal relationships and presenting them in a well-organized
way.

Definitions explain terms. They vary in length from a few words to many pages,

depending on the complexity of the term defined. This is a particularly useful method to



30 recognize because it will help you to understand words that are outside your vocabulary.
Familiarity with these and other methods of organizing content will greatly help both
your reading and listening comprehension. When you recognize the organizing pattern, you
will be able to predict content more easily. The ability to predict content is an essential
skill for quick and accurate comprehension.
