Many say that Jack Johnson was the greatest heavyweight boxer of all time. During

his forty-eight-year career as a boxer, he fought 112 matches and lost only eight. Jack
Johnson lived life to the fullest. He played bass in his own jazz band, owned a Chicago
nightclub, and played in an opera and in Shakespeare's Othello. But although Johnson was
a great athlete and had millions of fans, in his lifetime he was one of the most hated men in
America. After one of his victories, nineteen people were killed in riots that broke out
across the United States. The reason for this violence was that Jack Johnson was black
and his opponent was white.

Jack Johnson was born in Texas in 1878, the son of a former slave. Early in his life
Jack decided to fight his way to the top. His first match was in 1897. For the next six
years he fought only black boxers because mixed-race fights were unpopular. Black boxers
had to keep to their own circle. In 1903 Johnson won the Negro heavyweight title.

Johnson fought mainly the top black boxers but also challenged white boxers when he
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could. In 1908 Johnson took the world heavyweight championship from Tommy Burns in
Australia, making him the first black world champion.

After that a catch phrase arose: “the great white hope.” It referred to any white boxer
who could defeat Jack Johnson. Racism was so strong in America then that the idea of a
black world champion was unacceptable to many white Americans. Former champion Jim
Jeffries came out of retirement in 1910 in order to reclaim the championship for the white
race. Jack knocked him out in fifteen rounds. Johnson's victory was followed by race riots
across America, resulting in nineteen deaths.

No boxer was found who could beat Jack Johnson, but another way was found to defeat
him. Jack’s life outside the boxing ring bothered many white people as much as his
fighting skill. He was very popular with women, white as well as black. Johnson was
arrested for taking a woman across a state border for immoral purposes, a white woman he
later married. On May 13, 1913, he was sentenced to one year and one day in prison.

Johnson escaped to Canada disguised as a member of a black baseball team, then
moved to Europe. Johnson lived well in Europe, where he continued to attract attention.
He not only continued to box, but also found time to appear on the stage and take part in
wrestling matches and bull fights.

America finally found its “great white hope,” a huge farm boy from Kansas named Jess
Willard. Willard knocked out Johnson in a famous match in Havana, Cuba in 1915.
Johnson returned to the United States in 1920. He was immediately arrested and sent to
prison. After being released, he returned to boxing, which he continued to the age of sixty-seven.
He died in an accident in 1946 at the age of sixty-eight, driving one of the fast cars that he
so loved.

Jack Johnson had a great impact on both boxing and American society. When the
Boxing Hall of Fame was founded in 1954, Johnson was the first boxer admitted. It was

another twenty-five years until the next black boxer was allowed a shot at the championship.
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I think the greatest change in the next twenty years will be that genetics will advance
to the point where humans can be cloned and their traits selected before birth. This
may enable us to cure certain diseases, but I fear that human greed and vanity may lead
to the misuse of genetic technology and a loss of human values. (60 words)

refer to the present or past. Notice the underlined verbs and modal auxiliaries in the
model answer below.

O When you are expressing your opinion, you may want to begin with 7 think, as in the
model answer, or another expression such as iz my opinion. You can also just simply
state your opinion without identifying it as such. Since you are writing the
composition, it is obviously your own opinion. Personally, I prefer that approach.

O Much is used in questions and negative statements, but not usually in affirmative
statements. Use a lot of instead.

O Be careful when the verb is be. Look at the example.
I think that the greatest change will be space travel. X
I think that the greatest change will be that space travel will become possible for
anyone. O

O The first sentence is not correct because it basically means “space travel = a change,”
which is not logical. The second sentence means “space travel becoming possible for
anyone = a change.” This makes sense because the verb become is used to indicate

change.
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
